From THE CANTEEN MANAGER:

THE POST NEEDS YOUR HELP!! Our canteen sales and attendance
in 23/24 year was down 4% and the average cost of expenses
increased by an average of 10% compared to the 22/23 year. In
our continued efforts to turn this trend around, you can expect to
see a brief, online survey. Please take a few minutes to complete
that when you receive the email.

There have been a few more fun things implemented at the
canteen in hopes of getting more people to come, just have
fun and regain some of the 14% deficit. If you're not sure what
happens on what night, take a look at our calendar on page 11
as well as the list below.

Part of the above-mentioned deficit is our EXTREMELY low
attendance on Friday nights. So low in fact, Friday night burger
burns are in JEOPARDY! We average 26 burger sales now (down
from 48 in 22/23 which was down from 67 in 21/22). 22 meals
sales are needed just to break even. It is a lot of prep, work and
clean up for the kitchen volunteers. Not to mention the time and
effort given by our volunteer entertainers who show up and play
to an empty room for FREE.

of the week. We are just asking you to help spread the word and
get NEW people to attend so they can experience the camaraderie
that is VFW Post 7907.

I learned many valuable lessons while serving in the smallest U.S.
armed service. The Coast Guard motto, “Always Ready” reminds me
to be ALWAYS READY!
